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FEEDBACK ON THE COP 17/CMP7 NEGOTIATIONS

Thursday 1st December 2011

SESSIONS HELD ON 29 NOVEMBER 2011

COP
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Green Climate Fund session began with a report of the Transitional Committee by Co-Chair Trevor Manuel.  His report included the draft governing instrument for the fund which many feel is a critical element.  The session was then opened for statements from various parties.  The USA felt that there needs to be further work done on the rules.  A great deal of concern was raised on suggestions to reopen the compromise text from Cape Town.  Informal consultations by the COP president will be held on the draft report.. 

A report from the CDM Executive Board Chair reported that someone had been found to manage the loan scheme for the LCD’s.  He also made a call to continue the CDM.  Statements were made by parties.  Issues raised were the equal distribution of CDM projects from the LDC’s and some parties asked how CDM can continue if there are no hard targets.  Many parties supported that CDM should continue.

Report from the Technology Executive Committee (TEC) was that in general parties were pleased with progress.  Suggestions form various parties included that the term of the TEC be extended by a year and that the TEC explore synergies with other multilateral agreements to find synergies with existing centers.  Contact groups were formed to develop text on the modalities and procedures.  

On proposals for amendments to the convention there were a number of proposals on process including one on a voting procedure to avoid having to have full consensus.  A number of countries did not like this proposal and it will go to a consultation.  Russia proposed amendments on the Annex 1 list based on the scientific and economic situation of the countries on the list.

The COP Presidency did an informal consultation with all Parties and Stakeholders - an Indaba.  It was well attended and many Parties made interventions on the overall process and progress.  As there were many parties and other stakeholders waiting to make an intervention, the Indaba will continue today.
